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4. STORAGE CONDITIONS

Keep the product stored in a dry place, away from direct sunlight and heat sources, at an average temperature between +5 2C and +25
oC.

Shelf life of unopened cartridge: 15 months from the date of manufacture. The expiration date is indicated on the cartridge.

5. PRODUCT APPLICATION

Application procedure Cartridge utilization

Joint width (mm)
1. The surface of the joint must be dry, hard, clean, dust and

fat free. Remove all separated and badly attached pieces. Joint depth
(mm) 6 8 10 12
2. Incase of better look is needed tape the edges with a
proper masking tape. 6 8,3 6,2 5 4,2

3. Cutthe cartridge at the top and screw on the nozzle, which
has to be cut according to the width of the joint and placed 8 - 4,7 3,7 3,1
in the gun. (see table)

4. During work interruption release the handle on the gun
and pull the piston back. The sealant should be applied as 10 - - 3,0 2,5
evenly as possible.

5. Atthe end, use a smoothing tool, a smoothing agent
soaped finger to level the sealant before the skin starts to

form. It is very important to press the sealant well against 12 - - - 21
the surface to be sealed.

6. Remove the masking tape before the sealant starts to
harden. The table above shows how many linear meters of
Fresh sealant can be cleaned with a proper cleaner, joints we can seal with one 280 ml cartridge
hardened sealant should be relative to the width and depth of the joint
